Dear R&D Member Clubs 
Subject: R&D Fixture List 2019 
Firstly, thank you for your patience in waiting for these fixtures – it ended up being more complicated than I had imagined and, despite my having checked them, I hope that they are free of errors and inconsistencies.

Please note the following:
· My first consideration was to ensure that all clubs received AT LEAST the number of games they requested. All teams have this although a small number have been asked to play one or two more in order to facilitate a complete list. This has resulted in a small number of teams having an odd number of fixtures.
· Home and away fixtures – Clubs have the same number of home and away games, or only one more away game than home with the exception of Norwood, (by request), and Falkland, (by necessity to facilitate balance for others). Clubs may have a 2 game imbalance of home games. Unfortunately, whilst I have tried to avoid runs of either home or away fixtures, it has not always been possible to do so.
· North teams do not feature on cross conference fixtures as information on availability is still not available. See note below if your club is desirous of arranging other fixtures.
· Teams who are not scheduled a game on a given day should feel free to contact other clubs whom they are NOT already scheduled to play home AND away and arrange a fixture. It would be preferable if any fixtures thus organised are played as R and D league games rather than friendlies. In this instance, please ensure that the competitions committee are advised at least 48 hours before the fixture to confirm sanction.
· Clubs who have 16 fixtures arranged can choose to fit in a further league fixture as all league tables are calculated using percentages.
· If games are not played for whatever reason, the competitions committee should be informed ASAP, and in any case with 24 hours of the arranged date.
· If a game is not played, the home club should advise the outcome which will be one of the following

· Null and void

· Claim for award of fixture

· Fixture being rearranged – please advise new arrangements ASAP

· Note that games can be rearranged to be played on Sundays or midweek
